Synopsis of your personal activity from beginning to end, including any vigils, vigil partners, and any anomalous or notable activity you witnessed.
	     First and foremost, GIPS would like to thank those involved in setting up this investigation.  Due to certain circumstances, only a partial investigation could be performed.  This investigation was broke down into two areas of interest; The upstairs and main floor.  Claims of activities were reported in both areas, and ranged from physical touching and scratching of the owner and guests; and to hearing footsteps/banging from the living room ceiling where the hallway and master bedroom are upstairs.  Other experiences include rapping and tapping sounds on the downstairs walls with cabinet doors opening by themselves in the kitchen. Some history of the property was that of a house being torn down in the late 1970’s.   The current house was built on part of the old property in 1999.  

	     Baseline EMF measurements were taken throughout the property with readings under .5 milligauss.  We did however have high measurements in the kitchen around the microwave, and extremely high readings with the digital alarm clocks in the bedroom and living room.  All atmospheric data was normal with a 15% lunar cycle.  Four 0 lux cameras connected to a DVR system were place throughout the house.  One was placed in the master bedroom, another in a second bedroom facing down the upstairs hallway.  The third and fourth cameras were placed in the dining room facing the kitchen and another facing the living room.  

	     To start the investigation Jordan, Dave, and Scott went upstairs to investigate.   Terry and Rhonda stayed on the main floor to investigate the kitchen and living room.  Rita stayed and watched the monitor with four DVR cameras to see anything unusual.  During the investigation, two investigators were in the kitchen/ dining room area when they experienced audible responses to the questions.  During that same time, they witnessed one of the DVR cameras appear to be moving on it own, and almost responding to question when asked; however upon reviewing the evidence, no movement of the camera was found, just unexplained technical glitches.  At that same time, the investigators took flash photographs of the area; where one photo showed something possibly paranormal.     

	     At another time, 3 investigators were in the bedroom conducting an EVP session.  A KII meter was placed on the bed to measure fluctuations in any electro magnetic fields.  The KII meter has visual LEDs  on the display to alert the operator in total darkness.  One LED is always on when the unit is on.  During the session, one investigator noticed the light of the LED rising and falling as if someone was breathing underneath the covers of the bed.  The investigator continued monitoring what he saw but thought possibly that his eyes were playing tricks on him.  Another investigator then turned on his flashlight   
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	over the KII meter where he noticed the same movement.  No video evidence was able to record this, however the entire session was recorded on a digital voice recorder.

	     At one point of the evening, one investigator felt as if someone or something pulled the hairs on the back of his leg.  Unfortunately he could not identify what had caused this.  Also, several investigators smelled burned wood, smoke, and a perfume-like scent throughout the house.  No source of the scents were able to be identified.  With all personal experiences that happened during the evening, no other recordable documentation was captured to corroborate these events and should not be looked at as evidence of anything paranormal. GIPS will always disclose any unusual events that take place at the time of the investigation, furthermore GIPS will not substantiate any personal experiences as being paranormal without first having recordable evidence of these events.

	    At approximately 11:30, the lead investigators were comfortable with their experiences at the home and decided to end the investigation.  Because of circumstances, only a partial investigation was performed.
