Synopsis of your personal activity from beginning to end, including any vigils, vigil partners, and any anomalous or notable activity you witnessed.
	This investigation was broke down into four areas of interest; The upstairs, the basement, the bay area, and the backyard.  Claims of activities were reported in all areas, except for the backyard, and ranged from a full apparition of a female in white appearing at the end of a bed, slamming of cabinets in the sleeping quarters, weights clanging together in the weight room, footsteps being heard above the weight room ceiling, sounds of stairs creaking when no one should be there,  and lastly hearing a basketball bounce in the bay area.  Some history of the area was that a body of a female was discovered on the property in the early 70’s.  The female was apparently murdered by a boyfriend and discarded onto the property.  This information was given to a contact at the fire station by a neighbor.  The structure of the fire station had not been built at the time of the occurrence.  Also, a pet cemetery is located in the back of the property.

	

	Baseline measurements were taken throughout the firehouse with readings of under .5 milligauss.  We did however have an unusually high reading in the kitchen coming from the refrigerator and dishwasher with readings of over 20 milligauss.  All atmospheric data was normal with a lunar cycle of 71%.  Four 0 lux cameras connected to a DVR system were placed throughout the station. One in the sleeping quarters, another on the stairs leading to the basement, a third in the weight room, and lastly, one in the rec room of the basement.  A Hi8 video recorder was placed in the bay area with a ball being a trigger object for the camera.

	

	To start the investigation, Jordan, Nick, and Scott went to the backyard where the female body was found.  Terry and Rhonda went to the bay area where claims of a ball bouncing are heard.  EMF readings and EVP sessions were performed.  After approximately 30-45 minutes, all investigators returned to command central.  For the next hour to hour and a half, different investigators teamed up with other investigators to perform EVP sessions, EMF sweeps, and temperature readings throughout the weight room, recreation room, and bay area.  Jordan and Scott also performed an EVP session and EMF sweep of the sleeping quarters.  To get the best possible results, our team of investigators waited until the firefighters went to bed to investigate the rest of the upstairs.  At that time, EMF sweeps were taken and EVP sessions were performed.

	


Case Report Continued

	Throughout the evening, only two personal experiences took place.  One investigator was in the recreation room and saw a shadow that had moved around the pool table.  Another investigator felt something vibrating in and around his stomach, which happened after an EMF spike in the weight room.  No other documentation was captured to corroborate these events and should not be looked at as evidence of anything paranormal.  GIPS will always disclose any unusual events that take place at the time of the investigation, furthermore GIPS will not substantiate any personal experiences as being paranormal without first having recordable evidence of these events.

	

	Finally, the lead investigators thought that since the personal experiences that happened took place when the investigators were alone, that they would split up and investigate the areas where they took place.  Normally, GIPS never recommends investigating alone, but under the circumstances and the size of the area, they felt necessary to do so.  No other experiences took place and all investigators felt comfortable to end the investigation.
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
